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About this safari… 
Camping Hemingway style must be truly one of the finest ways one can still experience Old Africa!  We take you to 
the very best wildlife reserves in northern Tanzania and set up camp in private concessions, with nothing in sight 
or sound but the true African wilderness.  Accommodations will be in mobile camps sites and permanent camps & 
lodges. At the private campsites we are able to hear the calls of the wild, stargaze at the brilliant African sky, 
bathe in hot water under a traditional bucket shower, have your needs attended to, your meals prepared for you 
and your canvas tent set up for you…all you have to do is sit around a campfire, sip exotic cocktails and enjoy 
your peaceful surroundings.  

The activities… 
During the daytime we take you into the African bush in search of wildlife.  On our safaris we choose the path less 
traveled in the parks to give you the most exclusivity we can. Our vehicles are 4-wheel drive Land Cruisers with 
special removable roof hatches (one above each seat), each traveler gets a window seat and we carry fresh bottled 
water & tea & coffee in the vehicles.  Besides viewing wildlife in the safari vehicle we will also get the opportunity 
to stretch our legs, take a bush walk, walk in the Ngorongoro Highlands and trek for the Hadza and Datoga tribes 
in the foothills of Lake Eyasi one of the last hunter gatherer tribes still in existence.  

Your guide… 
Your guide is a gem! Rothschild Safaris have hand picked the very best of the bunch for our clients. We believe 
your safari guide is the most important ingredient to making your safari an experience of a lifetime.  Our hand 
picked guides are English spoken, have a vast knowledge of their country and the wildlife and have the ability and 
freedom to follow a distant tribe take you to beautiful landscapes that will take your breath away and guide you 
according to your needs and desires. They do not simply follow the same routine day after day. 

Your accommodation… 
You will stay at permanent camps & lodges and a mobile tented safari camp.  In your mobile tented safari camp 
you sleep in large walk in 10 x 10 x 8 ft safari canvas tents complete with two bedcotts, foam mattresses, crisp 
cotton sheets, warm blankets, towels, washbasin, mirrors.  The long drop toilet and separate bucket shower is 
shared on this safari between two tents/4 people maximum.  

Your food… 
In the dining tent the cooks serve wonderful three course meals each evening and full English breakfasts in the 
mornings. Freshly packed and prepared picnic lunches are prepared daily by your chef, offering you a wide 
selection to choose from.

DAY  1 
ARUSHA  

Upon arrival at Tanzania’s Kilimanjaro Airport today, you will be met and transferred to Olasiti Lodge, a quiet 
retreat to relax in after a long flight.  On arrival you will meet up with your fellow travellers and your guide who will 
be escorting & guiding you throughout your stay in Tanzania.  Enjoy a safari briefing. 
 
Overnight: Olasiti Lodge 
 

DAYS 2 &  3 
TARANGIRE NATIONAL PARK  

Depart after breakfast with your safari guide for Tarangire, Tanzania's third largest national park and sanctuary for 
an unusually large elephant population. Majestic baobab trees are an interesting feature of the park, dwarfing the 
animals that feed beneath them. Animals concentrate along the Tarangire River, which provides the only permanent 
water supply in the area. There is a great diversity of wildlife including lion, leopard, and cheetah and up to six 
thousand elephant.   
 
A bush walk and a cultural visit with the semi-nomadic tribes are also included. You will enjoy your next two nights 
at either Maramboi Tented Camp or Lake Burunge. 
 
Overnight: Maramboi Tented Camp OR Burunge Tented Camp  (Included: breakfast, lunch & dinner + all 
activities) 
 

DAY 4 
LAKE EYASI  

Early morning walk at Tarangire before departing for Karatu, on the outer slopes of the Ngorongoro Crater. Cross 
the floor of the Great Rift Valley near Lake Manyara. Then, mingle with villagers at local markets such as Mto Wa 
Mbu or Karatu. Shopping and bargaining for bolts of cloth, crafts, and local produce immerse you in a daily ritual of 
African life. Afternoon visit to a school then drive up the escarpment to Lake Eyasi arrive at your camp and relax in 
the evening.  
 
Overnight Kisima Ngeda Tented Camp in Lake Eyasi OR similar Camp (Included: breakfast, lunch & dinner + 
all activities) 
 

DAY  5 
LAKE EYASI  

Early morning walking and hunting-gathering with Bushmen (Wahadzabe) hunters or spend time participating in the 
morning routine of the settlement. Your local guide will interpret for you and discuss hunting techniques still used by 
the tribes.  This dry and rugged landscape is inhabited by Bushmen who live in nomadic groups hunting with bow 
and arrow and gathering roots, tubers and wild fruits. Be prepared for an extraordinary cross-cultural experience as 
you join these nomadic Bushmen in their daily life.   
 
In the afternoon you can also visit the Datoga, a tribe of semi-nomadic pastoralists who migrated into this area 
looking for good grazing land many decades ago, are interesting people to visit. They have so far resisted 
neighbouring tribes' cultural infiltrations.  The women, still wearing locally fat treated goatskin gowns, carve their 
faces and bodies to look prettier are usually seen. Learning about their history is as fascinating.  Return to your camp 
late afternoon. 
 
Overnight Kisima Ngeda Tented Camp in Lake Eyasi OR similar camp (Included: breakfast, lunch & dinner + 
all activities) 
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DAY  6 &  7 

         NGORONGORO CRATER  
Morning depart to Ngorongoro Crater with picnic lunch. Descend into the 100-square-mile Ngorongoro Crater to 
view game on the vast grasslands of the crater floor. Spectacular animal life can be found throughout the year due to 
the permanent availability of grass and water.  Ngorongoro is one of the most impressive game haunts in Africa and 
has been designated a World Heritage Site. Local wildlife includes black manned lion, the highly endangered black 
rhino, wildebeest, zebra, elephant, hippo, jackal, and hyena, the most important predator within the crater. The bird 
life is also prolific with flocks of flamingoes on the soda lake as well as other species of water and plains birds.   
 
Depending on season and weather permitting, the half day hike options include the Empakai Crater, Olmoti Crater or 
the surrounding highlands on day 7.  Impressive views of the landscape abound.  Walking is not strenuous, but do 
expect some sloping terrain and at times, muddy paths. Afternoon visit to a Maasai village where herdsmen are often 
grazing their cattle around the crater rim.   
 
Overnight: Ngorongoro Farm House OR Tloma Lodge (Included: breakfast, lunch & dinner + all activities) 
 

DAYS 8, 9, 10, 11 
SERENGETI NATIONAL PARK  

After breakfast looking over the rim of the Crater our journey then continues to the Serengeti plains.  En-route we 
shall stop at Olduvai (Oldupai) Gorge, the famous archaeological site where the Leakeys discovered the remains of 
Australopithecus, Homo habilis and Homo erectus.   
 
The Serengeti is perhaps the most impressive wildlife sanctuary in the world.  These vast, seemingly unending plains, 
are inhabited during the migration by enormous herds of wildebeest and zebra. The herds attract the attention of 
predators like lion, cheetah and hyena. Another interesting feature of the Serengeti is the massive granite kopjes, 
islands of rock standing in a sea of grass. The kopjes provide shelter to a great variety of plants and animals, from 
the elusive leopard to the tiny dik dik.  Our time in the Serengeti is spent exploring this park in our four wheel drive 
Land Rover viewing the spectacular wildlife.   The next four nights in the Serengeti shall be spent in a private mobile 
camp that is set up in a wilderness area near the migration. 
 
Your mobile tented camp is tailored to the needs of individuals, so as to ensure your privacy and comfort, whilst 
allowing the interaction with nature that only camping can indulge. 
 
The tents are ngong style designed for two people (size: 12 x 12 x 10 feet).  Each tent consists of the following 
comforts: two bedcotts in canvas with four inch foam mattresses, fresh linens, blankets, and towels, and two wash 
basins.  The lighting is provided by lanterns and flashlights at night. The bucket shower and flush loo are private and 
ensuite, attached at the back of each tent.  
 
A dedicated safari crew are intent on making your overnight stay as memorable as possible.  The camp’s chef rustles 
up the finest in bush cuisine, serving up delectable 3 course meals in the dining tent. The evening unwinds around the 
campfire, during which you might learn about Maasai culture from a local elder, discuss the arrangements for the 
following day with your guide or simply soak up the nocturnal orchestra that pervades around the bush.   Ultimately, 
the advantage of staying in a mobile camp is the mobility, the freedom to go into remote areas of bush, well away 
from the beaten tracks of the main tourist circuit. We carefully choose optimum sites for the mobile camps, locating 
game routes and migration corridors that will provide the perfect proximity to the wildlife that is after all the main 
reason for your visit.  
 
On game drives your guide will always operate as far as possible off the beaten track. Every day will be very 
different to the next.  You may spend one day visiting a traditional Maasai Village and learning all about their culture 
and the next day following a pride of lion and enjoying the incredible bird life and flora all which make the Serengeti 
the most incredible park.  With your wonderful guides vast knowledge of the wildlife and country and his wonderful 
sense of humor each day will be a learning experience and make you feel that much more closer to this incredibly 
unique land than before. 
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The endless majestic plains, the large herds of wildlife, the cycle of life & death, the colorful local people and the 
charm of your guide will captivate your hearts and minds as it has ours! 
 
Overnight: Serengeti Private Tented Mobile Camp (Included: breakfast, lunch & dinner + activities) 
 

DAY  12 
DEPART 

Early morning departure from our Serengeti Camp. Picnic lunch en-route to Arusha.  After lunch we are transferred 
to the airport for our onward flight.
